What we’ve been learning in school:

	Reception Class- Willow Class
As part of our 'Marvellous me' topic we have been learning all about our bodies and why they are special. The children have been painting self-portraits and we also drew around Aurora labelling the different parts of her body.
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Y1/2 – Elm Class

In Elm Class, we have been practising our counting in fives, using number lines and songs. Year 1 made a number line showing the numeral and the correct number of objects. They linked it to their work in place value using tens and ones/units equipment. 
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Y3/4- Sycamore Class
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Year 3/4 have been looking at artwork by Andy Goldsworthy and his use of the natural world around him. They have taken advantage of the recent great weather and went outside to create some artwork of their own. Further into the autumn term, the class plan on going out again and seeing what they can create with some more autumnal colours to compare with the work they have already done.
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Y5/6 – Oak Class
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History - Trade in Ancient Baghdad.  Year 5/6 have been busy learning about Ancient Baghdad.  On Wednesday, the children were given a list of objects which were traded using the Silk Road. They used their geography skills to find where these items came from and plot them on the map showing a trade route. Some of the objects that were traded were incredible. Year 5/6 particularly loved Jade which is one of the expensive and rarest jewels in modern day!  
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
