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Our Curriculum Intent

At Brabin’s Endowed, we have refined and developed our school curriculum to maximise on prior learning through sequencing and planned opportunities to build on core knowledge. The curriculum enables knowledge and skills to be consolidated and applied through problem solving and critical thinking opportunities. 
Alongside meeting the requirements of the national curriculum, our curriculum has been constructed to be ambitious, broad and balanced and designed to meet the needs of all pupil groups. It has also been tailored to reflect our school community and the school’s locality.

We take every opportunity to enrich children’s learning with visits, outside providers, celebration days, charity events and themed days. The school offers a varied extra-curricular programme which supports and enriches the curriculum and exposes the pupils to new and stimulating learning experiences. 

Reading is an integral element in our curriculum. It is deemed as the gateway to all learning. Reading for pleasure is promoted and embraced by providing engaging and challenging class novels and texts, accessing rich texts across the wider curriculum, participating in drama and the use of ICT. All of this key criteria is woven into a robust reading curriculum.

We ensure that there is equal access to learning, with high expectations for every pupils and appropriate levels of challenge and support is provided.
