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Background:  
Following the latest full lockdown, we are now able to open school to all pupils from 8th March 2021.  In preparation for the re-opening, we have updated our risk assessments to ensure that we continue to follow government guidance and have included further measures to help to lower the chances of transmission within the school environment. The biggest change since the children last attended school is the introduction of the twice weekly testing of staff using the Innova Lateral Flow tests. These have been taking place since January 2021 and enable us to monitor asymptomatic cases in staff. 
Where possible and practical, we will try to maintain social distancing between children and between staff and children and staff and parents. However, where social distancing cannot be maintained the following safeguards are in place: 
· all visiting adults to wear a face covering when on the school site  
· minimising contact with individuals who are unwell by ensuring that those who have coronavirus symptoms, or who have someone in their household or support bubble with symptoms, do not attend school 
· cleaning hands more often than usual - wash hands thoroughly for 20 seconds with running water and soap and dry them thoroughly, or use alcohol hand rub or sanitiser ensuring that all parts of the hands are covered  
· ensuring good respiratory hygiene - promote the ‘catch it, bin it, kill it’ approach  
· cleaning frequently touched surfaces often, using standard products i.e. detergents  
· encouraging all staff to wear face coverings in communal areas 
· minimising contact and mixing by altering, as much as possible, the environment (such as classroom layout) and timetables (such as staggered break times)  
School Provision:  
School will reopen to all pupils from Monday 8th March 2021.  Class bubbles will continue. 
The rationale for the class groupings has not changed since the initial reopening plan. 
Communication between School & Parents:  
From March 2021, parents will still not be able to access the school building without a prior appointment.  In the first instance, communication should be via telephone conversation, or email.  If you do require a face-to-face appointment, this will need to be arranged via the school office.  Unfortunately, it will still not be possible for parents to ‘pop -in’ to have a word with the class teacher at the start or end of the day.

Class Locations and Resources:  
No changes have been made to the current arrangements. 
Every child MUST bring a water bottle to school each day with fresh water. Children can bring in a school bag, reading book and lunch box. Children must not bring in toys. Stationery will be provided. 
Children will continue to attend school wearing their PE kit on their allocated days. 
Reception- Friday

Y1/2- Tuesday and Wednesday

Y3/4- Monday and Thursday

Y5/6- Monday and Wednesday

KS2 will continue to have lunch in classrooms during the Spring term and the younger pupils will eat in the hall with tables appropriately spaced and with timings staggered. The kitchen will continue to provide a full hot meal with salad / vegetables, fruit and dessert. 
Curriculum:  
During the three weeks left of the Spring term, teachers will focus upon carrying out individual and class learning assessments to identify any needs and gaps in learning in Phonics, Reading, Writing and Maths. However, we will continue to deliver a full and broad curriculum with a key focus on PSHE. Teachers will identify and respond to the differing social and emotional needs of the children returning to school. There will also be lots of opportunities to renew and develop friendships with the children in their class. 
We will provide the children with opportunities to talk and discuss their anxieties and provide practical lessons for staying safe e.g. washing hands and safe play. 
From the first week, Individual Education Plans and Intervention Programmes will continue for those pupils with identified learning needs.  Pre-teach activities and interventions will address specific gaps in learning that have already been identified.  
Remote Learning Provision:  
If for any reason an individual child, or class needs to self-isolate, learning will be provided through a remote model. Teachers will continue to support parents and children with remote learning via email, Seesaw and telephone calls should the need arise.  
There is an expectation that primary children should be completing three to four hours of home learning each day, if they are isolating. Children who are too ill to attend school are not expected to carry out learning at home on these days. 
Breakfast & After School Club:  
This provision will re-open to all pupils from Monday 8th March 2021.  Children will be kept within their bubbles to maintain social distancing.  Drop off and pick-up will take place from the Reception Class door. 
Drop off and Pick Up: 
For Spring term 2021, start and finish times will continue to be staggered to ease congestion and we ask that you try to stick to these as closely as possible. If you arrive early, please wait in your car until the allotted start time and avoid congregating together.  Adults dropping off children may choose to wear a face covering when you are dropping off, or collecting children.

Sickness:  
All illnesses of children should be reported to the main office This should be done on the first day of illness via email or telephone. 
If a child or staff member has symptoms of Coronavirus Covid-19, they must not come to school. Staff and parents must inform the headteacher and testing should be arranged.  School should be contacted immediately. 
If a member of your household (including someone in your support bubble or childcare support bubble has symptoms), you must not come to school. 
If a pupil displays symptoms they will not be permitted to remain in school.  Their parent will be required to take their child home.  
In the event of a positive test result, the Headteacher will initiate testing/tracing for the member of staff/ children as appropriate and in-line with the test and trace recommendations. 
1. If the person develops symptoms, they should self-isolate for 10 days and arrange a test asap (do not return to school unless the test is negative and you are feeling well enough to attend). Other members of the household should self-isolate whilst waiting for the test result.  If the test is positive, the household should remain in self-isolation for 10 days from the day after symptoms started. 
2. The results of the test are to be shared immediately with school  
3. Following a positive result, all members of the class pod will be sent home to self-isolate for 10 days from the date they last had contact with the case.  Names of those who have tested positive will not be shared; this is in line with GDPR regulations unless this is essential to protect others. 
4. If a further member of the pod becomes ill, they should repeat points 1-3. 
5. Children and staff can return to the pod after 10 days of self-isolation (in confirmed cases) as well as 10 days, if isolating without symptoms. 
6. Children and staff in test and trace self-isolation who receive a negative result must remain in isolation, again, for the full 10 days. 
The learning area assigned to this bubble will be cleaned and disinfected and left empty until the return of the pod to the school. The school will contact the LEA as soon as they have been notified of a positive result.  
 What does self-isolation mean? 
Self-isolation means the child/family/staff member should; 
· Not go to school, work or public places 
· Not attend any other out of school activities or go around to a friend’s house 
· Not use public transport or taxis 
· Not go out to shops  
· Not have visitors in your home except for people providing essential care 
· Not go out to exercise – exercise at home or in your garden, if you have one 
· Inform GP practice or hospital or other healthcare setting that they are self- isolating  
PPE (Personal Protective Equipment):  
Staff will wear face coverings in communal areas.  Appropriate PPE will be worn when carrying out First Aid and cleaning duties. 
Attendance 
School attendance will be mandatory for all pupils from the 8th March 2021 
SEND Pupils:  
Our children have a range of needs and we will need to plan accordingly to ensure the wellbeing of specific pupils so that they have a safe and successful return to school. Please contact Mrs Wallace via email for further information or advice. 
Lunchtimes & Playtimes:  
No changes made to the current arrangement; these will continue to be staggered. 
Visitors to School:  
Visitors to school will be allowed on site by appointment only.  
All essential visitors will be allowed access to the site to carry out their duties within a given time frame. An example of an essential visitor would be a contractor completing the weekly water tests which are statutory, as not completing this task would potentially affect the health of the school community.  
Visiting teachers will also be allowed into school to support the delivery of a broad and balanced curriculum. 
School Policies:  
Key school policies such as Behaviour and Safeguarding Policies have been reviewed and amended to address the current restrictions. 
Review:  
The Chair of Governors, in consultation with the Headteacher, will keep the plan under constant review giving consideration to changes in government guidance, views of our community, good practice in other settings and by learning from what is a new situation for us all. Any changes will be communicated to parents. 
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
