Y5/6 enjoyed their session with Sue, experiencing listening to stories as well as retelling them to each other. They particularly enjoyed hearing the story of Gawain, King Arthur and the Crone. Sue also taught them about the history of fairy tales, folk tales and legends as well as giving them strategies on how to remember key facts to enable them to re-tell stories themselves.
