	This half term we will be:
· Encourage children to answer how, what and why questions around key texts. 
· Expanding vocabulary through rich texts and modelling vocabulary within group sessions and continuous provision
· Following instruction and directions

	Physical development
	Continue to develop fine motor skills so children can use a range of tools competently, safely, and confidently. Suggested tools: pencils for drawing and writing, paintbrushes, scissors, knives, forks, and spoons. 
Continue to make healthy choices about food, drink, activity and tooth brushing
Continue toilet training in partnership with parents to become independent/being increasingly independent in meeting their care needs e.g. using the toilet, washing and drying their hands thoroughly.
Encourage preschool children to become more independent with dressing to prepare for moving into reception class. For our younger children we will be encouraging them to have a go with basic dressing such as putting shoes on. 

	
	Over the next 6 weeks we will follow the Lancashire County Council Physical and creative development plan.  P.E sessions take place on Thursday mornings. Weekly forest school sessions take place on Wednesday afternoon.

	Mathematics
	· Counting songs up to five, counting to 5 and beyond, recognising numerals to 5 and beyond
· Provide regular opportunities to instantly recognise small quantities (subitising) e.g. dice and dominos 
· Comparing weights and sizes using gestures and language – Biggers/Smaller, High/low, lightest/heaviest

	Knowledge and understanding the world 

	Alongside our Dinosaur topic we will be growing plants, exploring mini beasts and observing the change in seasons. 

	
	Over the first 3 weeks we will be exploring the different types of dinosaurs and the habitats in which they lived. We will also be looking at how the world has changed since dinosaurs roamed the earth. We will look at how dinosaurs start their lives as an egg and discuss other animals that start as an egg.
	We will be exploring what is left of dinosaurs now, what fossils are and how they are formed. We will explore palaeontology and where fossils are found around the world. 


	Expressive arts and design 
	In our creative area this half term, we will be designing our own dinosaurs starting with the egg and ending with a junk model.  We will be focusing on cutting skills and joining techniques. 
Children have access to mark making, painting, cutting, sticking and junk modelling in our creative area at all times. 
We read stories as a group several times a day.
